BACKGROUND

As a strong supporter of the fine arts in children’s lives, Carole Fargo was instrumental implementing
CAPP (Comprehensive Arts Planning Program) in 1987, which advocated partnering with parents, school
staff and community members who believed the fine arts enhanced learning and life experiences. Carole
was a teacher at Wildwood, principal at O.H .Anderson and assistant superintendent in School District
832. After a courageous battle with ALS/Lou Gehrig's disease, Carole established in her will, a financial
endowment to CAPP. This endowment will provide enrichment scholarships to Public School District 832
(Kindergarten-llth grade) students, who have shown creative and serious talent in the VISUAL ARTS
(drawing; design; painting; print media; film/video ; website design; sculpture; decorative arts;
applied arts; and literary).

PURPOSE

The Carole Fargo Scholarship will provide funds, upon written request for talented, creative and serious
students in need of financial assistance to attend a visual arts summer camp program or activity.
Scholarship requests may not exceed $500. Applicants (Kindergarten-lllh grade) must attend one of the
District 832 public schools.

INSTRUCTIONS

at 407-2006. Applications must be submitted by April 15, 2010 . Recipients will be notified by May 13th. A
completed application consists of:

1. A completely filled out application form
2. A letter introducing yourself. Using a separate page, please include the following points in your
letter using your own thoughts and words:
» Describe why the visual arts are an important part of your life
» Describe your participation in your visual arts activity both at school and in the community
e List any visual arts awards or honors you have received
» Describe the visual arts summer camp program or activity in which you wish to participate
and explain what you hope to gain from this experience
» Upon completion of your summer program or activity, explain how you intend to share your
skills or talent with your school and/or community
» Explain the circumstances that make total payment for this visual arts camp/activity difficult. .
3. Two letters of recommendation: one from your visual arts teacher; the second from an adult not
related to you.

DEADLINE

Applications must be submitted to any visual arts teacher, or mailed and postmarked no later than
April 15, 2010 to: Kelly Unger, MAEF Executive Director, 1520 Mahtomedi Ave., Mahtomedi, MN.
